By SUBWAY and BUS (it F§%k&/ 3 R):

Take any subway train of “Karasuma” line (& 3#L#&) from your nearest station to
“Matsugasaki Station” (#2 4~ IF8R). A free shuttle bus will be available from the Matsugasaki
Station to the “Kansai Seminor House” (BA#atX7}—/\"JX) during the Symposium, which
will be operated by Kansai Seminar House. The time table is shown below. 25
passengers can get on the bus at one time. Please give priority to the participants from
abroad. If you are planning to go directly to the Kansai Seminar House, it will be
convenient to take a taxi from Kitayama Station (approximately 10min, 1000JPY). There
are not so many taxis available at Matsugasaki Station. Ask the driver to go to “Kansai

After arriving at Kitayama station, go up to the ground
level from EXIT 2 (& B 2). Then take a taxi to the Kansai Seminar House.
(approximately 10min, 1000JPY) Ask the driver to go to “Kansai Seminar House”,

showing the maps No.2 and No.3.
